DKTennis Winter Junior Ladder Competition


What is a Ladder system?
This competition format sees all players placed in a ladder, one on top of the other. Players challenge each other, and if a player lower down the ladder beats a higher placed player, the lower player moves up to the position of the person who they challenged, and the loser of the match is moved one position down the ladder.   If the challenger (lower positioned player) loses the match then ladder positions remain the same.

Also, other goals are to provide an opportunity for players to have fun, meet some new players, and get a chance to work on improving their tennis game.  Starting placements on the ladder will be randomly drawn.  New members wishing to join the ladder will be placed at the bottom.
SCORING: Best of 3 tiebreak sets. Players score their own matches.

RESULTS: The winner of the match must email dktennis@hotmail.com in order to submit the result.  The ladder will then be updated and the latest ladder positions can be viewed on our website: www.dartmouth-kingsbridge-tennis.co.uk (please go to the ‘Junior Tennis’ section and then ‘Competitions’).  

ORDER OF PLAY: The start date of the competition is 12th October 2009 and the finish date is 31st March 2010.  Players must organise with other players to play matches in their own time and balls are arranged by mutual agreement. Players challenge each other in order to move up the ladder.  

OTHER RULES: 

· Players can challenge players a maximum of 3 places above them and should not refuse a challenge from a player below - if players continue to refuse challenges or are continually unable to play matches, they will be removed from the ladder.

· Each player must provide a telephone number (preferably mobile) and if possible an email address where he/she can easily be reached for setting up matches. 

· A player may make only one challenge at a time. A second challenge may be made only after the first is played. However, if someone challenges you, you must accept the challenge even if you have already challenged someone else and not yet played the match.

· If a player makes a challenge and loses the match, the player must wait seven days before re-challenging the same player, they are however free to challenge an alternative player.
AT THE END: The winner is the person at the top of the ladder on the finish date.  Prizes will be given to the highest finisher in the following categories:

· 18 & Under (born 1991 or later) - top male and female competitors 
· 14 & Under (born 1995 or later) – top male and female competitors
Each prize consists of a private tennis lesson with Liam.
